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FAI Connect Senior Player Self Registration 

From June 3rd 2025, FAI Connect will have a self-registration workflow introduced.  

Only players registering to a new club (transfers or first registrations) should sign up to 

MyComet to self-register. Players who are currently with a club and moving clubs from July 

1st, 2025, can either self-register to initiate the transfer, or the new club they are joining can 

initiate the transfer. 

Players who will remain with their current club do not need to sign up or re-register. 

1. Players should Register to their club. There will be 2 ways a player can self-register to a 

club 

a – they will Find a club by searching for the club name 

b – they can receive a link from the club which will default to the Register page of that club 

upon sign in.  

2. Once they have found the club and Entered the Registration. They can proceed to view 

the registration and upload documents if required.  

1. Register to your club 

Option A  Find the Club 

1. Go to https://faiconnect.ie/mycomet and log in

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2. Once signed in, go to Registrations on the left side menu 

 
 

3. If you have any registrations (whether as a player/coach/staff/official/referee), they will 

appear on this page “My Registrations” under Registrations.  
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4. To register to a club, click on the “Register” tab under Registrations 

 
 

5. All Club’s ACTIVE Self Registration profiles will then appear here, profiles are 

essentially the different options to register to that club in that Category i.e. 

Player/Coach/Staff/Official. Be sure to check the Registration Category you select is 

correct if a club appears more than once.  
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Option B - Follow a Self Registration Link received from 

the Club 

 

1. If your club has sent you a link to Self Register to them on FAI Connect MyComet, sign 

in first https://faiconnect.ie/mycomet 

2. Then click the link you received 

3. You will then be brought straight to the Register page with the Club defaulted to select 

the applicable Registration Category. Be sure to check the Registration Category you 

select is correct if your club appears more than once. 
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2. Save a Registration in the status ENTERED.  

 

1. To register to a club as a player, click on the Self Registration Profile labelled with 

Category “Player – Club registration”.  

 
 

2. Review the info on the page is correct and you have chosen the correct club/clicked the 

correct category for Registration. When ready, click the Register button to proceed 
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3. Then click Ok to proceed when prompted are you sure? 

 
 

4. You have successfully Entered a registration to the club, they will also be notified by 

email that your registration is Entered. 
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5. You will now see the Entered Registration in the My Registrations page under 

Registrations.  

 
  

6. As a player, you can click into the Registration, which will then give you an overview of 

what the Club and the FAI admins see on your registration profile.  
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7. If certain documents are required, you will have the ability to upload them here to 

Clearance Documents yourself i.e. ID Document for FAI Admin to verify your profile 

prior to first registration.  

 
 

8. You can keep track of any status changes & comments from the club or FAI admin 

within the Status section above 

 
 

 

You have now done everything you can as a player to Self Register to a club. Your club 

will SUBMIT your registration to the FAI for Approval and until this registration shows as 

CONFIRMED you are not a Registered player with the club.
